Subject: Music  




Music at Bosham Primary School intends to develop music as a unique way of communicating that can inspire and motivate children. It will be used as a vehicle for personal expression and play an important part in the personal development of our children. Music reflects the culture and society we live in, and so we intend that our teaching, and learning, of music will enable children to better understand the world in which they live.  It is creative, fun and holds no barriers, so is an excellent vehicle through which to teach many other curriculum subjects too.  Our aim is to provide a music curriculum that is designed to balance acquiring a broad and deep knowledge alongside opportunities to apply the skills of listening, appraising, composition and performance. We follow the ‘Charanga’ units, where the musical elements are revisited regularly, consolidating and building on prior learning within that theme.  Beyond teaching music discreetly, we will give pupils the opportunity to apply and develop what they have learnt across wider learning in the curriculum.
Bosham Primary follows the ‘Charanga’ online scheme of music.  This scheme was chosen because, “This Award-winning, Original Scheme (OS) was created in 2014 in response to the new curricular requirements in the National Curriculum for England and remains up to date. It is much loved, recognised by Ofsted and has won multiple awards.”   The Charanga scheme provides Bosham school, and teachers, with a fun, holistic, differentiated, spiral approach to musical teaching and learning that is easy to use and ready to go. It responds to national requirements for music education and applies the latest pedagogical thinking in an accessible way.  Music education is based on the principle that it should be fun and engaging for all concerned, and that every child is a born musician. Music is like magic and has a role to play in every aspect of all of our lives, wherever and whoever we are.
The national curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils are taught to:
Key stage 1
· use their voices expressively and creatively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes
· play tuned and untuned instruments musically
· listen with concentration and understanding to a range of high-quality live and recorded music
· experiment with, create, select and combine sounds using the inter-related dimensions of music.
Key stage 2
· to sing and play musically with increasing confidence and control.
· develop an understanding of musical composition, organising and manipulating ideas within musical structures and reproducing sounds from aural memory.
· play and perform in solo and ensemble contexts, using their voices and playing musical instruments with increasing accuracy, fluency, control and expression
· improvise and compose music for a range of purposes using the inter-related dimensions of music
· listen with attention to detail and recall sounds with increasing aural memory
· use and understand musical notations
· appreciate and understand a wide range of high-quality live and recorded music drawn from different traditions and from great composers and musicians
