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Subject:  Geography         






At Bosham Primary School, we believe that geography lessons should inspire in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest of their lives. Our teaching should equip pupils with knowledge about diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments, together with a deep understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes. As pupils progress, their growing knowledge about the world should help them to deepen their understanding of the interaction between physical and human processes, and of the formation and use of landscapes and environments. Geographical knowledge, understanding and skills provide the frameworks and approaches that explain how the Earth’s features at different scales are shaped, interconnected and change over time.'
We aim to ensure that 
· all pupils develop contextual knowledge of the location of globally significant places – both terrestrial and marine – including their defining physical and human characteristics and how these provide a geographical context for understanding the actions of processes.
· all pupils understand the processes that give rise to key physical and human geographical features of the world, how these are interdependent and how they bring about spatial variation and change over time.
· all pupils are competent in the geographical skills needed to:

· collect, analyse and communicate with a range of data gathered through experiences of fieldwork that deepen their understanding of geographical processes;
· interpret a range of sources of geographical information, including maps, diagrams, globes, aerial photographs and Geographical Information Systems (GIS);
· communicate geographical information in a variety of ways, including through maps, numerical and quantitative skills and writing at length.

	Mapping: Talk about the features of their immediate environment with visual representations e.g., classroom maps, Pete’s story map around school, seating maps, nature area map and read commons signs and logos.
	Mapping: Use technology e.g., a BeeBot and begin to show spatial awareness. Use positional language i.e., under, beside, on top of etc.

	Mapping:  Program a BeeBot or instruct a friend to move along a track or small world setup in a specific direction using terms up, down, side. 
Identify on a map - Recognise some environments that are different to the one in which they live e.g., Antarctica.

Enquiry: Use technology and IT equipment to make observations or find information about different locations and places.  Recognise, know, and describe features of different places. Look closely at similarities and differences.

	Mapping: Complete a simple BeeBot program using a grid map or carpet squares.

Enquiry - comment and ask questions about their immediate environment, other places which are familiar to them, and places they have learnt about e.g., school nature area and the town centre
	Mapping:  Draw information from a simple map and identify landmarks of our local area walk.

Enquiry: Comment and ask questions about the different parts of the local community. E.g., weather, hill, house, farm, church, shop. Use photos and pictures to locate places and place on a simple map. 
Find out about their local area by talking to people, examining photographs, and visiting local places.

Understand the key features of the life cycle of a plant or animal.
	Mapping: Create own maps using grid paper and symbols (x marks the spot treasure maps)

Enquiry: Recognise, know, and describe features of different places. Look closely at similarities and differences between their immediate environment and different places they have visited, learnt about through books or websites.

• Name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its surrounding seas.

• Use compass directions (north, south, east and west) and locational language (e.g. near and far) to describe the location of features and routes on a map.
• Devise a simple map; and use and construct basic symbols in a key. Use simple grid references (A1, B1)

• Analyse and give views on the effectiveness of different geographical representations of a location (such as aerial images compared with maps and topological maps - as in London’s Tube map).
• Name and locate some of the countries and cities of the world and their identifying human and physical characteristics, including hills, mountains, rivers, key topographical features and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.
• Name and locate the countries of North and South America and identify their main physical and human characteristics.
