	Our first learning experience will take us to the woods, and what will we find there? We will become writers, designers and geographers as we plan a picnic for a bear who feels left out. How can we welcome Brown Bear to our school to help him feel included? How might our choices affect others?
	The Big Brown Bear wants to thank the Toppers Class for making him feel welcome, he has made porridge for everyone… but someone has stolen it! Who has stolen the porridge? How can we catch the thief?
	
	As Bonfire Night approaches, we will explore why we celebrate Bonfire Night in Britain. When did it happen? Why did it happen? In this two-week learning experience, we will become artists, poets, and historians as we explore the gunpowder plot and understand the traditions around Bonfire Night.
	We will become historians, scientists and designers as we help the Sugar Plum Fairy in her quest to create a new sweet for Sweetie Land.
	

	Hook
	Hook: The class teddies have left us a book to enjoy with a letter, they would like our help with something important. How can we help the teddy bears?
	The Big Brown Bear has left us a letter thanking us for hosting a wonderful picnic, he has brought in some bowls and oats to make porridge together. Class to leave for assembly/other reason, when they return a crime has been committed.
	
	Let’s watch some videos of fireworks, what do we know about how we celebrate bonfire night? Create a class mind map of our current knowledge through class discussion.

	Big Picture
	Pupils will learn about a variety of nocturnal animals and how they survive. They will make a shelter for a hedgehog using what they have learnt to choose the correct materials.
	To begin our learning, we will explore Advent — the special time when Christians wait and prepare for the coming of Jesus at Christmas. We will discuss what Advent means and why people look forward to Christmas, thinking about hope and joy as we count down the weeks. During this time, everyone will have the chance to create and paint a clay angel as a symbol of the angels who brought God’s messages in the Christmas story.
	
	We will learn about ourselves by making a family tree, writing facts about who we are, and drawing a self-portrait while finding out what all animals, including humans, need to live. Then we will explore how to stay healthy by learning about food groups, designing a balanced meal, and making a healthy snack together. Finally, we will write clear instructions for someone else to make a healthy sandwich.
	We will write about our local area in Bosham by telling the story of our walk and drawing a map with a key so we can show where things are. Then we will learn about Africa by telling a story from there, making a leaflet to compare Bosham with a village in Kenya, and creating colourful art inspired by a Kenyan artist called Martin Bulinya whose paintings show people and patterns from African life. Finally, we will find out where we are in the world by labelling a big world map with the different continents and oceans.

· Using pairs of magnets, children predict what will happen when different ends (poles) are brought close together. They try out their predictions — observing attraction when opposite poles face each other and repulsion when the same poles face each other. Children note predictions, outcomes and explanations in science journals.

· Pupils create an information leaflet for younger children about magnets — what they are, which materials are magnetic and non-magnetic, and how magnets interact with each other.

	During this learning experience we are going to learn all about inventions through time and have a go at designing our own invention. We will learn about how a successful invention may need to use persuasion to gain funding and success in the modern world. We will also be learning about different properties of materials and mechanisms that their inventions may require. A full design, purpose and boardroom pitch for funding will be the final culmination.
	During this learning experience, we will be exploring the pathways to Moksha. We will be investigating each of the spiritual pathways, Hindu scriptures and how this impact on Hindu’s everyday lives. We will consider Krishna in human form by creating artwork and participate in our own Janmashtami Festival where we show devotion to Him.Whole School Learning Experience

Step 2 – What are the similarities and differences between reproduction of animals and plants? 
· We will study the lifecycle of plants: pollination, fertilisation, seed dispersal and germination. 
· Continuing our Science learning, we will be exploring plant and animal reproduction. We will be understanding the key differences and what happens if plants and animals do not reproduce.
· We will experiment with descriptive writing, writing our own descriptive paragraphs about a fantastic beast of our choice. We will look at using expanded noun phrases, prepositional phrases and fronted adverbials. 
· We will be writing non-chronological reports on both unusual existing animals as well as our own fantastic beast. We will use relative clauses, modal verbs and parenthesis as well as writing under subheadings. 

Step 3 – What fantastic beasts can we imagine?
· Our art this term, is focussed on drawing techniques. We will be learning about the artist Salvador Dali where we will be recreating a piece of his artwork.
· We will learn about scale and proportion, shading, shadows, tones and textures 
· Our final art outcome is a drawing of our own mythical beast using a variety of mediums 

Step 4 – Can I apply all my learning to a piece of independent creative writing?
· Select and write for a specific purpose and audience, planning for and evaluating my choices (e.g. narrative, report, diary, letter, recount)

· After that, we will act out the events of The Last Supper

· We will consider the act of sharing the bread and the wine and what this represents. 
· Looking at our own lives, we will plan a metaphorical feast considering the people in our lives we are thankful for and foods/drinks which represent them.

Step 3: Eucharist and Holy Communion in Christian Faith

	Exploring the ancient civilisation of Egypt, we will be looking at their way of life and the impact they had on the modern world. We will be exploring the artefacts left behind and the impact they have had on modern civilisation.
	In this unit, we will explore the fascinating journey of the human circulatory system, learning how the heart, blood and blood vessels work together to keep our bodies alive and healthy. Through hands-on experiments, outdoor activities and creative writing, we will discover how lifestyle choices affect our health and well-being.
	
	Pupils will further their understanding of religion and worldviews and their impact on individuals, communities and the wider world. They will explore the idea of happiness along with common humanist themes of respect, beauty, joy and making the world a better place. They will consider moral issues and how people can impact these with their actions. They will demonstrate this understanding by writing a short narrative, including a “kindness character” who sets out to make the world a better place.

	Step 1: How much do we know about the ancient Egyptians?
· To create an extended timeline from Ancient Egypt to the current day
· Introduce the Ancient Egyptian civilisation, consider what remains and what happened to the Ancient Egyptians 
· Locate Egypt on a world map and consider the importance of the River Nile to this ancient civilisation
Step 2: What was life like for the ancient Egyptians? 
· Compare and contrast daily life for Ancient Egyptians with modern day Britain 
·  We will embed our knowledge of daily life by writing a dairy entry 
· Learn the significance of religion and consider similarities and differences with Christianity, with a focus on the creation story 
· We will learn about Ancient Egyptian gods 
· Using our knowledge of Ancient Egyptian gods, we will explore with narrative techniques to write our own Ancient Egyptian mythology
· In science and DT, we will look at gears, pulleys and levers and apply this knowledge to Ancient Egyptian inventions such as the shaduf where we will have a go at making our own working shaduf models 
· We will consider primary and secondary sources to further our knowledge of what life was like 
Step 3: What do we know about pharaohs, the pyramids and mummification?
· We will learn about the Pyramids of Giza, what they are and how they were built
· Exploring beliefs about the afterlife, we will learn about tombs, death masks and mummification – where we will even carry out our own mummification experiment!
· Exploring Howard Carter’s discovery, we will study the life of Tutankhamun and create our own interpretations of his death mask
· We will use our knowledge to write a biography about Tutankhamun  
· As we come to the end of our learning experience, we will consider what happened to the Ancient Egyptians 
	Step 1: Understanding the Circulatory System 
· We will be introduced to the circulatory system and create labelled diagrams. 
· Furthering our understanding of the heart, we will watch a video of a dissection of sheep’s heart. 
· We will learn and understand the roles of our blood vessels, writing a short explanation comparing each blood vessel. 
· We will make our own blood jars using different items to represent the components in our blood. We will write a diary entry from the point of view of a red blood cell travelling around the body. 
· We will consider our heartrates and how activity impacts this by being practical outdoors. We will create line graphs and record our results using scientific and cause and effect vocabulary. 
Step 2: Staying Healthy – Lifestyle and the Circulatory System 
· We will compare and sort positive and negative lifestyle choices, writing a short persuasive paragraph about keeping your heart healthy. 
· Investigating food packaging and labels, we will consider what is good for our bodies. Using this understanding, we will write a healthy menu, explaining how the choices benefit the body. 
· We will hold a class debate: Junk Food should be banned in schools. We will write a short, balanced argument with a conclusion. 
· We will create a fact poster which could be displayed in a doctor’s surgery, explaining the circulatory system and how we keep it healthy. 
	
	STEP 1: What is happiness?
· We will consider happiness and what makes people happy and whether or not happiness is what life is all about. 
· We will look at the ‘Happy Human’ symbol and what it stands for. We will explore and create our own happy human symbols. 
· We will write creatively under the heading, “Happiness is…” whilst considering what happiness means to us. We will explore the effect of repetition in writing as well as personification and metaphors to enhance our descriptions. 
· We will consider whether everyone has the right to be happy. 

STEP 2: What is a humanist?
· We will learn what is important for humanists and explore humanist ‘creeds’. 
· With reference to a variety of resources, we will consider what humans believe makes a “happy human” and what moments in life make people happiest. 
· We will use our research skills consider and compare religious celebrations and humanist celebrations and compile these onto a Venn diagram. 
· We will learn what humanists believe happens at the end of life. 

STEP 3: How do people show kindness?

	During this learning experience, we will be exploring the life of the Vikings, their history and how they have shaped the world we live in.
	To be planned Summer 2025-26
	During this learning experience, we will be understanding why the Pilgrims left England on the Mayflower to go to the ‘New World’ in 1620. We will be looking at their journey and how what their experiences were. We will be learning about latitude, longitude, hemispheres and time zones. We will compare Provincetown with Bosham looking at their physical geographical features. Then we will look at how the Pilgrims settled and their interactions with the local Wampanoag tribe. Step 2 - What was it like to be a Pilgrim?
· We will learn why the Pilgrims left for the ‘New World’ on the Mayflower including the motivations of John Howland.
· We will write a diary entry as John which will include descriptive language and emotional expression. It will also include his reasons for joining the voyage and his thoughts on the risks and challenges ahead with a hopeful tone, despite the uncertainty.
· We will look at some primary evidence (Letters to New England & Mayflower Compact) to understand how the [people who took the trip were feeling during the voyage.
· Next we will write a diary entry as John on the Mayflower making sure we share how we felt about falling overboard and a descriptive recount of the storm.

Step 3 - Should the unknown be feared?
· 
· .Compare Bosham with Provincetown looking at the physical geographical features.
· We will order the key events for the Pilgrims and learn about what they experienced when they landed in America.
· We will learn about the Pilgrim’s interactions with the local Wampanoag tribe and what they would have eaten during this time.
· We will also learn about the first Thanksgiving and why it is still important to Americans today.
· We will write our final diary entry as John after surviving the first winter giving our reflections on what he had gone through to get to Provincetown in America.

	Step 1 - How does our solar system work?
· Free writing a descriptive narrative about Pandora.
· Learn the meaning of new vocabulary including technical vocabulary
· Describe the solar system including the eight plants, the Sun and the movement of the moon relative to the Earth.
· Then investigate whether Oumuamua was an alien space ship.
· Use determiners to improve our expanded noun phrases about our discovered alien Hexapods.

Step 2 - Who wants to go to space anyway?
· Know the key events of the space and be able to place these on a timeline.
· We will learn about who was the first human who flew into space.
· We will discover what the main reasons were for the space race.
· Trip to Chichester planetarium to consolidate learnt knowledge about our galaxy.

Step 3 - What information will I need to include in my report?
· We will write a logbook entry as an astronaut
· Then read and examine a WAGOLL of descriptive writing by highlighting the key features
· We will then create our own Hexapod and describe it using expanded noun phrases 
· Then we will add embedded clauses and different cohesive devices to link sentences and ideas.
· We will also learn to vary sentence structure and type for effect.

Step 4 - Should the unknown be feared?
· We will plan our descriptive writing and write by using a structure to vary the type of sentence I use.
· Finally we will write and edit our work before sharing it with others to enjoy.

	Big Picture
	We begin by exploring the true story of two climbers, who find themselves in mortal danger; a decision must be made – to cut the rope to save one life, while potentially ending the other! We will use our knowledge and understanding of mountains, and the stories of other mountain climbing survivors, to write an informed discussion about whether the actions of the climbers were wrong or right.
	We will spend 4 weeks investigating how living things have changed over time and the scientific theories behind these adaptations.  We will use this to inspire us to create our own ‘evolved’ imaginary creature, who will then become a key character in our short stories.
